It doesn't have to be new, but it needs to have been given some TLC 

by the owner. 

They want a good price. They're looking for a price that won't stop them from enjoying their single lifestyle. Experts recommend that a 

monthly mortgage should not exceed 28 percent of a borrower's pre-tax monthly income. 

Another interesting point, is that single women buyers are from all different age groups and phases of life. Some are just out of college and 

pre-marriage, others are divorced, widowed, or never married, and still others have grown kids who've left the home (thus a downsize). 

That causes this group of homebuyers to pay careful attention to things like rental properties in the neighborhood, proximity to retail and 

entertainment, and, the all-important concern, would the mortgage payment equal the monthly rent that could be collected on the home? 

Single women buyers know that their circumstances may change so they want to be prepared. Making sure that the home can be rented out 

is often a key interest to this group. 

Finally, even though single women are buying homes on their own doesn't mean that they'll shop alone. They may visit the property with 

friends, family members, colleagues, and of course, their agent. It's likely they're very savvy, so they'll be stopping by the home, not once, 

but probably several times and at different times of the day to get a feel for the home's exposure to the sun.
